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Mapping Workplace 

Health & Safety Problems
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“A Picture’s Worth a Thousand Words”

Materials Needed 

· Flip Chart (or Craft Paper), Masking Tape & Markers

Optional Materials

· Overhead Projector 

· Self-sticking dots

· Cards (5 colours, if possible)

Advance Preparation 

· Draw two large images of the human body on flip chart or craft paper for the “Body Mapping” exercise. Title the images “FRONT” and “BACK”.  Draw a cloud over the head of the FRONT image. Title it "BODY MAP"

· Title large blank sheet (s) of paper "HAZARD MAP" (you will need one map for each workplace, occupational or departmental group)

· Draw one small image of the human body in the centre of a piece flip chart or craft paper for the “Your WORLD” mapping exercise. Title it "YOUR WORLD" MAP

· Create 5 columns on pieces of flip chart or craft paper with the following headings: Health & Safety Problem/Hazard, Possible Remedy, Who/Short-Term Action Plan, Who/Long-Term Action Plan, When, Responsible. Title it “ACTION Chart”
[image: image3.wmf]Mapping has been used as a teaching and organizing tool for many years.  Its use in the area of health and safety is growing.  The effectiveness of mapping lies in the fact that:

· It involves workers, uses their knowledge and it shows that health problems are not individual but collective problems;

· Workers remain subject and not object of an investigation. Problems and demands for change are developed from a workers’ perspective;

· it gets people thinking about their life and workplace in a new way;

· its use of visual images help the participants to see the possible inter-relatedness of health problems and hazards;

·  its use of images, colour-coding, stickers, and symbols eliminates the need for strong reading or writing skills and can help bridge language barriers;

· it can be used as a Participatory Action Research tool which may lead to new knowledge and mobilize for change.
